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donations
The requested donation of $1,200 per person in-
cludes double-occupancy accommodations (for a pri-
vate room, please add $125), all meals and
non-alcoholic beverages, laundry service, transporta-
tion during the Work Week, entertainment, cultural
activities, and a contribution to the Project.  The do-
nation does not include transportation to Mexico,
transportation for arrivals or departures other than
on the first and last days of the Work Week, liquor or
long-distance phone calls.
